•  750 words for a single page article, 1,500 words for a double page article.

Please bear the following in mind

Fundraising for Schools is a publication for the person in charge of raising money in schools – sometimes that can be the headteacher, deputy head, bursar, school business manager or PTA member. The style and tone of articles in the magazine, but also the ‘angle’ from which subjects are approached, must reflect this.

We retain full global rights to this article. This means you cannot reproduce the exact same article in another publication.

We have adopted the Harvard system. 

Article

•  Standfirst: between 20 and 30 words should appear immediately after the title, giving an outline of the content of the article.

•  Headings: relevant subheadings should be used to structure the article.

•  Conclusion: your conclusion should be succinct and logically ordered. Identify gaps in present knowledge and suggest future initiatives (if relevant).

•  Case study: including a short case study in the article is desirable, as it lets schools see that the initiatives you talk about really do work, but it is not essential.
